Coming in at over 46% of the 2022 Petit Verdot blend, Two 
Brother's vineyard continues to mature and offer fruit with more 
layers and concentration. It has increasingly become a more 
dominant feature in the Colterris Grand Valley Petit Verdot. The 
2022 vintage was aged 24 months in 15% new French oak and 
balanced in previously used barrels. Bottled 1/15/2025. 300 cases 
produced.

On the palate, the tannins add great structure to this 
full-bodied wine while notes of ripe fruit blend with mocha and 
dried herbs offering a long, lingering finish. Pair with rich aged 
cheeses, earthy root vegetables, beef stews, game meats and dark 
chocolate.
